Win a £60,000 Kitchen Competition

Terms used in this document

Winner – The person/company selected as the winner of the competition.

Distributor – The CEDA member selected to handle the design, supply, installation and commissioning of the new kitchen

Competition Partners – The CEDA Partner Suppliers listed below.

Design – To provide an initial schematic design drawing, a final detailed layout drawing and schedule of equipment, service requirements and building work details.

Project manage – to liase with other contractors such as builders, mechanical services and electrical contractors to provide them with all necessary information and to agree a programme of works.  Also, to liase with all suppliers to co-ordinate delivery of equipment as required.

Installation – This term refers to the movement of equipment into position on site assuming adequate access to a ground floor kitchen, assembly, connection to suitable services, correctly terminated within one metre of the connection point.  Should the kitchen not be located on the ground floor, the winner will be expected to provide (or pay the cost of provision by the distributor) suitable hoists or lifting/handling equipment.  Installation includes for continuity of work to enable it to be completed in one visit to site.

Commissioning – This refers to a single visit to site by the distributors engineers, after all services are live, to test and adjust the equipment to ensure it is working in accordance with the manufacturers design specification.

Demonstration – This refers to a single visit by the distributor’s staff to show the winner’s representative how to operate and clean the equipment.

Work not in scope – This refers to any work not included in the prize specification.  Examples could include, connections to services in excess of 1 metre from the connection point, carcassing the gas or water pipework and providing suitable terminations, builders work, or any work by other trades.

Choice of Distributor

Once a winner has been selected , a choice of distributors will be offered to the winner from the list of CEDA members who have expressed a wish to participate in the competition.

The selected distributor will take a brief from the winner to enable him to design the kitchen and he will also project manage, install, commission and demonstrate all the equipment.
